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The differences between students who are beaten by their fathers and
those who are unbeaten in problem behavior
Abstract Psychologists found that abusing children causes significant
psychological impairments, making them mentally ills, drug addicts, or
criminals; and socially maladjusted in all circumstances. Thus, child
protection is important on the national, regional, and humanitarian levels.
This protection cannot be achieved without having accurate estimates to the
amount of child abuse and its characteristics, factors, and effects. Therefore,
the present study examined the psychological consequences of child abuse,
the question which received little attention by Arab psychologists. A
number of problematic behaviors were assessed in two groups of adolescent
students (123 subjects who reported that they have been frequently beaten
by their fathers, and 200 matched control subjects). All subjects were
students at a number of elementary and secondary technical schools in
Menoufia (Egypt). The results revealed significant differences between
them in some problematic behaviors such as smoking, deviant behaviors,
violence and internet addiction.
