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Abstract:

The aim of this research is: to measure the effect of
both increasing the difficult requirements of the job and
reducing its obstacles to the creative behavior of employees.

The problem of this research was: to identify the extent
of existing a statistically significant effect between job
crafting and the creative behavior of employees through
increasing the difficult requirements of the job and reducing
its obstacles.

Through testing research hypotheses, the researcher has
reached the following results: The tendency of employees to
reduce job obstacles considered as one of the dimensions of
job crafting ranked first in terms of the significant effect on
creative behavior among employees, followed secondly, in
terms of the effect on the creative behavior of employees, the
tendency of employees to increase the difficult requirements.

The researcher recommends further research in the following
aspects:

1. Apply the current research variables in other fields such
as (industry).

2. The researcher also recommends further study on: The
effect of the rest of other job crafting dimensions on the
following (the creative behavior of employees,
organlzatlonal commitment, time management).
